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Range / Location

To obtain the best possible range, we recommend positioning the telephone
in a location central to your sphere of activity. Avoid positioning the tele-
phone in niches, recesses and behind steel doors.

The maximum range between base station and handset is approximately
300 meters outdoors and 50 meters indoors. Depending on the surrounding
conditions as well as spatial and structural factors, the range may be smaller.
Silent zones can occur due to the digital transmission in the frequency range
used — even within the range, depending on the structural environment. In
this case the transmission quality may be reduced through the increased
incidence of short breaks in transmission. Normal call quality can be restored
if you move slightly out of the silent zone. If the range is exceeded, the call
will be disconnected unless you move back into range within ten seconds.

Battery advice

Use only the original batteries (2 x NiMH, AAA, 1.2 V 500mAh) as well as the
original power supply (6 V DC / 450 mA) for Eurofone 215.

The handset operating times (standby 100 hours/active 10 hours) and
charging times apply only if the battery is charged to the defined minimum
capacity (1.2 V / 500 mAh).Charging is electronically controlled to ensure
optimal charging and care of batteries in different charge states. Full capacity
is achieved only after several charging cycles.

Note: Using other rechargeable batteries or non-rechargeable batteries/
primary cells can be dangerous and cause malfunctions or damage to the
telephone. Do not short-circuit the batteries (danger). In particular, avoid
inadvertent short-circuits during storage and transport e.g. bunch of keys,
metal panels or similar objects, and make sure the batteries do not come into
contact with greasy materials. When not in the handset, therefore, batteries
should be stored only in insulating packaging. Ensure also that the contacts
do not touch greasy parts. Rechargeable batteries can become warm while
recharging. This is a normal occurrence and is not dangerous.
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Connecting the phone

3 Before you can start using your telephone you must plug in the

telephone connector cable and the mains cable.

o Insert the batteries in the battery compartment. Make sure the
polarity is correct.

. To charge the batteries, insert the handset in the base station.

The animated battery symbol on the handset signals the charging
procedure. The batteries will take around 14 hours to fully charge
(initial charge).

Placing a call

Please note: Calls cannot be made if the battery is almost discharged or the
handset is out of range of the base station. 8
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Turn off the ringer
Press @ key for approx. 3 seconds in standby mode: the ringer is switched
off. The ringer icon is displayed on the LCD. To turn the ringer on, press again

key @for approx. 3 seconds.

When a call is signalled (you hear the ringtone), press key. The ringer is
turned off for this call.

Set speaker/loudspeaker volume
You can adjust the speaker/loudspeaker volume during a conversation (5

levels available).
Select the desired volume using the Navigation keys.

Switch handset off

The Redial list contains up to 5 entries.

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Mute the handset microphone

You can temporarily mute the handset microphone to talk to someone else
in the room without the caller hearing. Press key| c/@] during a conversation.

To reactivate the microphone, press key( c/el| again.

Keypad lock

Activate keypad lock
. Press the Star key approx. 3 sec.
. The Lock icon displays on the LCD

Deactivate keypad lock
. Press again the Star key approx. 3 sec.

Paging — Locate mislaid handsets

All registered handsets ring for a short time, when the Paging key on the
base is pressed. To stop the ring press the End call key on the handset or the
Paging key on the base.

Phonebook

You can store up to 20 names and numbers in the phonebook on each
handset.

Names can be up to 12 letters long and numbers up to 20 digits.

You can combine different numbers in groups with the same ringer melody.

Digits / Characters

Different characters are printed on each key of the keypad. The entries in the
phonebook are sorted alphabetically. To select different characters on the key-
pad press the key multiple times (i.e. to enter the letter B, press the number 2
key twice).

Press and hold 0 key to insert a pause inside a phone number. “P” appears

on the display. 10
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NOTE:

The pause “P” is useful when the Eurofone 215 is connected behind a PABX.
Where the PABX requires a second dial tone the pause “P” must be inserted
between the PABX access number (normally 0 or 9) and the telephone
number.

Add new entries in the phonebook

. Select Phioneiook and press OK to confirm.

. Press [¢/o . Select 21dd and press OK to confirm.

. Enter the desired name, number and ringer melody.
. Press OK to confirm.

Edit phonebook

. Press [m], Press
. Select a function from the list:

-Wiew —View number and melody of the selected entry.
-£d1t — Select the desired entry and edit it.
-Delete - Delete entry.
-Delete &1l — Delete the entire phonebook.
-PE Status — View the number of free space.

Call list

The caller’s number is displayed on the handset. The call list can contain up
to 10 entries. HEW CALLS (missed calls) are displayed asHEW CALLS on
the LCD display. Once the missed calls have been reviewed the HEUl CELLS
notification will disappear from the display.

To use this function, the caller’s number must be transmitted (CLIP). Contact
your network operator for further information. You must have an active
caller ID service from your Network operator / service provider.

Voicebox (network answering machine)

You can forward the incoming calls to your operator’s network answering
machine (Voicebox).

This function must be enabled by your network operator. New Voicebox mes-
sages are signalled on your handset display by ao (dependent on network
operator).

Extending the Eurofone 215

The delivered handset is already registered on to the base station. In standby
the internal number of the handset is displayed.

You can register up to 5 handsets to your base station. If you register your
Eurofone 215 handset with a “third party” base station or a “third party”
handset on your Eurofone 215 base station (GAP), you may not be able to
use some functions or only to a limited extent.

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Register new handsets

Accessory handsets must be registered to the base station.
The base station must be set for registration mode (Declaration).

. Press eJjjon the base station for approx. 5 seconds before declaration,
then release the key.

. The base is now in registration mode.

. Press on the handset you wish to register, select Registration
and press OK.

. Enter the system pin number (Default Pin = 0000) Press OK.

. If the registration is successful you will hear a confirmation signal and
the handset displays handset xx (xx the allocated Handset number).

Answering Machine

Your phone includes a telephone answering machine that records unan-
swered calls when it is on. The LED message counter (two digits seven seg-
ment display) on the base will show the number of the messages when the
answering machine is on. The answering machine can store up to 59
messages within the maximum recording time of approximately 15 minutes.
As well as recording incoming messages, you can record memos for other
users of your phone. If the answering machine memory is full, the Handset
will display TAM FULL and the handset name alternatively in standby, or
display TAM FULL and the date/time information in standby which depends
on which kind of information (Handset name or Date/Time) was selected to
display in Standby.

Turn On/Off the Answering Machine

You can turn on or off the answering machine through the base or handset.
When the answering machine is set to ON, calls will be answered after the set
answer delay and the caller can then leave you a message. When the answe-
ring machine is set to OFF, calls will be answered after 10 rings and the answer
only message will be played to your callers. They will not be able to leave you
a message.

Listen to the Messages in the Answering Machine

When new messages are recorded on the answering machine,

Tam Xoon flashes on the handset display and the message counter on
the base flashes with the number of new messages received until all the
new messages are played. Old messages will be played after all new mes-
sages are played completely. The message counter LED stays steady to
indicate the number of old messages stored in the answering machine.

Listen to new messages through the Base:

Press P> on the base station. The new messages are played from the 14
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loudspeaker on the base station in the sequence they are recorded. Press
voL- or voL+to increase or decrease the volume during message playback re-
spectively. Note: If there are no new messages, “6@@” will display steadily in
the message counter on the base. Pressing P> will have no effect and an
alert tone is emitted.

Listen to new messages through the Handset:

Press(6°Jand & to select &aHS, MACHINE.

Press OK and # to select 5E FLAYEACK.

Press OK to start message playback and the screen displays the date and
time information of the message received.

Note: % is placed at the centre of the bottom of the LCD to indicate that it

is a new message. If this message has been read or replayed, the ¥ will dis-
appear and will be reflected next time when you listen to this message again.
Note: If there are no new messages, “@&” will display steadily in the message
counter on the base. Press OK to display “@8--88 @8--88"" and return back
to&HS, MaCHIME menu. During message playback, press a or ¥ toin-
crease or decrease the message playback volume respectively.

Note: After new message is played, the new message will be saved as an old
message automatically unless it is deleted. Press to select STOP,
FORWARD, PREVIOUS, DELETE to perform the following functions during
message playback.

STOP: Stop the current message playback and return to the

AMS, MACHIME menu.

FORWARD: Skip to play the next message. The date and time information
of the next message will display if there is next message.

PREVIOUS: Skip to repeat playing the current message from the beginning.
The date and time information of the current message will display.
DELETE: Delete the current message and the next message will be played

Note: Alternatively, you can use the following shortcut keys to control different
operations during message playback.

Press 5 to stop message playback.

Press 4 to skip to repeat playing the current message from the beginning.
Press 4 twice to skip backward to the previous message.

Press 6 to skip to play next message.

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Press 2 to delete the current message playback.

Press to confirm.

Delete All Messages in the Answering Machine

Delete all messages through the Base:

Press and hold DELETE on the base station.

All the old messages will be deleted.

Note: New messages will not be deleted. If there are no more messages in
the answering machine, “@&"’ will display on the base station.

Delete all messages through the Handset:

Press OK to confirm.

Press OK to delete all old messages.

Note: If there are no more messages in the answering machine, “€MpPTY"”
will display and return back to M5, MaCHIHE menu.

Record Memo

You can record your memo message for another user. When you record a
memo, the message counter will increase by one and the message can be
played back in the same way as answering machine messages. Memo re-
cording can still function even when the answering machine is turned off.
Press(eoand 4 to select AHS, MATHINE.

Press OK and 4 to select MEM0.

Press OK to start memo recording and “RECORDIHE” is displayed.

Press OK to stop memo recording and save the memo.

OR

Press to stop memo recording without saving and return back to
AMS, MACHIMNE menu.

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Answering Machine Settings
You can use the T&M SETTIHGS menu through the handset to change the
settings of your answering machine.

Set the Answer Mode

By default, the answer machine is set in ANS & REC mode which allows
callers to leave a message. This mode can be changed to ANSWER ONLY
which does not allow callers to leave a message. In that case, your callers
will be prompted to call back later.

Press(>oand 4 to select #HS, MaCHINE,

Press OK and ¥ to select T SETTINGS.

Press OK and ¥ to select zMSUIER MODE,

Press OK and 4 to select #HS . REC or SHSUER OMLY.
Press OK to confirm.

Set the Outgoing Message Language (Country Dependent)

The answering machine announces the outgoing message when it answers a
call. There is a pre-set OGM for each of ANS & REC mode or ANSWER ONLY
mode. You are able to select your desired OGM language to playback.

Press(+/o and to select #HS, MACHIME.

Press OK and 4 to select Tl SETTIMEGS.

Press OK and ® to select T&MM LEHGUAGE.

Press OK and 4 to select your desired OGM language.
Press OK to confirm.

Record Your Own Outgoing Message (OGM)

You can record your own OGM for ANS & REC mode or ANSWER ONLY
mode. When you record your own OGM, it will be used when the
answering machine answers the call. If your personalized OGM is deleted,
the pre-set OGM will be restored automatically.

Press(¢/ox)and 4 to select aHS, MACHIME.

Press OK and 4 to select T&M SETTINGS.

Press OK and @ to select OGN SETTINGS,

Press OK and 4 to select @M% ' REC or aMSWER OHLY.

Press OK and 4 toselect RECORD MESS. 17
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Press OK to start recording your personalized OGM and “RECORDING” is dis-
played on the screen. Press OK to stop and save your personalized OGM.
Your newly saved OGM will playback automatically. Alternatively, press 4
to return to previous screen without saving the personalized OGM.

Playback and Delete the Outgoing Message (OGM)

You can playback your own personalized OGM or the pre-set OGM for

ANS & REC mode or ANSWER ONLY mode and choose to delete your person-
alized OGM during play back and record a new one whenever you want.
Please note that pre-set OGM cannot be deleted.

Playback the OGM

personalized OGM before) and “PL&YGIME OGM” is displayed on the screen.
Press OK to stop the OGM playback and return to the previous menu.
Note: If a personalized OGM is not recorded before, the pre-set OGM will
be played.

Delete the Personalized OGM

Repeat Steps 1 to 6 as described above

Press( c/alto delete your personalized OGM and return to previous menu
and the pre-set OGM is restored automatically.

Note: If pre-set OGM is playing, you are not allowed to delete the preset
OGM and thus pressing will not delete the message.

Set the Answer Delay

You can set the number of rings before the answering machine answers and
starts playing your OGM. You can set the answering machine to answer
after two to eight rings or TIME SAVER.

The
lower the compression rate, the higher the recording quality level attained.

Press OK and 4 to select COMFRESSION.

Press OK and 4 to select your desired compression rate.

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Activate Remote Access

Your phone lets you check your messages, or otherwise operate your
answering machine, by calling the answering machine when you are away from
home by entering a 4-digit remote access PIN on a tone-dialing phone. Use the
4-digit remote access PIN code to prevent other people from unauthorized
access of your answering machine.

Change the 4-Digit Remote Access PIN

Press and § to select #MS, MACHIME.

Press OK and # to select TaM SETTIMGS.

Press OK and @ to select CHEHEE FIH.

Press OK to enter the Old PIN. (Default Remote Access PIN is 0000).

You can ring your phone from another tone-dialing phone to switch on or off
the answering machine and listen to your messages remotely.

Note: If the 4-digit Remote Access PIN is entered incorrectly three times con-
secutively, the line will be released automatically.

Note: If your answering machine is switched off, the phone will enter into the
remote access mode after 10 rings.

RECORD, the answer mode will change to ANSWER ONLY automatically.

It will change to ANS & RECORD mode automatically after some messages have
been deleted.

Call Screening

When the answering machine is set to ON and when there is an incoming message,
the base will start call screening automatically after the preset numbers of

rings of answer delay.

At any time if you want to pick up the call, you can press <TALK ON> on the
handset and the message recording will be stopped automatically.

If the answering machine is in the process of recording, the message already
stored will be saved.

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Conversation with several call partners

During a call you can make a second internal call (enquiry call), switch
between call partners (brokering) or simultaneously converse (3-way confer
ence call) without the need for two telephone lines.

Internal conversation / Internal call

. Press . The registered handset numbers will display.

. Enter the desired handset number to intercom with.

If you receive an external call while you are on the phone to an internal call
partner, you will hear an incoming call alert. End the internal call by pressing
the End call key.

The three call partners are connected.

. Any teleconference partner can press the End call key to leave the
conference and end the call.

. Press , select Derault and press OK.
. Enter the PIN code (0000 on delivery).
. Confirm twice to reset your phone.

Appendix
Using Internet/cable telephone adapters on an analogue port

When using an analogue telephone on the analogue connection of an
Internet or cable telephone adapter, not all the described features (in par-
ticular caller identification) may function in the same way as with a standard
analogue telephone line. This does not mean that the Eurofone 215 is mal-
functioning

Several factors can cause a failure of specific features to function:

. The Internet/cable telephony provider may not provide the function
on its Internet/cable telephony connection.
. The adapter used to convert Internet/cable telephony to analogue

telephony (usually supplied by the provider) may not forward the func-
tions to connected telephones or may forward them in a non-analogue
format. If this happens, please check the Eurofone 215 on an analogue
fixed line and/or contact your Internet/cable telephony provider.
